New Educational policy 2020 is going to be implemented from next session in SGBAU,
Amravati University. To know the different aspect of this new education policy 2020 one
day workshop was arranged at P. R. Pote Patil College of Engineering and Management
Amravati on Saturday 17 September 2022. The main objective of this Workshop was to
create awareness about the newly launched National Education Policy-2020 and CBCS
amongst teachers and to familiarize them with the skills to help them understand its nuances,
curriculum changes, shift in the pedagogical skills and its implementation for the 360 degree

holistic development of its stake holders, the students.

The session began with the welcome note and introduction of the eminent Resource
Person Dr. Mrs. Swati Sherekar, who is a Director, Innovation & Incubation Center, SGBAU,
Amravati under the chairmanship of Principal Dr. D.T. Ingole and all the Principals of
participating colleges. Total 278 participants from P. R. Pote College of Education, Amravati,
P. R. Pote Patil College of Engineering & Management, Amravati, Prof. Ram Meghe Institute
of Engineering & Management, Badnera Rly, Institute of Pharmacy & Research, Anjangaon
Bari, Nanibai Education College, Amravati, P. R. Patil College of Architecture, Amravati, P.

The main guest for
the function is Chandrakantdada Patil, Higher and Technical Education Minister in
Maharashtra state and Mr. Vikas Chandra Rastogi, Principal Secretary, higher and technical
education department Maharashtra. Also Dr. Anil Sahasrabudhe, chairman of All India
Council for Technical Education (AICTE). Hon. Mr. Bhagat Singh Koshyari, Governor of
Maharashtra. Describing the new National Education Policy (NEP) as holistic, Maharashtra
Governor Shri. Bhagat Singh Koshyari said that it has restored the thrust on Indian ethos of

"sanskar, sanskriti and Sanskrit language" that was distinctly missing in the previous system.

Dr. Mrs. Swati Sherekar shed light on the creation of a new structure in place of old,
i.e., replacing 10+2 with 5+3+3+4. She shared that the substantial impetus placed on

vocational education or hands-on learning in the new policy will give rise to multiple hybrid
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jobs. With the rapid progression of information technology, and to be able to offer the
students a much broader, multidisciplinary foundation, she expressed the importance of using
a holistic and multidisciplinary learning approach which will help the learners adapt and
reinvent themselves to the demands of the new hybrid work culture and dynamic socio-

cultural changes.

In last section of the workshop there was a Panel Discussion and Question -Answer
session in which the teachers expressed their concerns and raised queries which were
addressed by the Dr. Vinayak Deshpande. Ex- Vice Chanccellor RTMNU Rashtrasant
Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University, Nagpur, Principal Dr. D.T. Ingole and Dr. Mrs. Swati
Sherekar. Dr. G. D. Dalvi proposed the vote of thanks. It was a very enriching and

informative session.
